Important Notice Before Move-in

[ Dormitory 4 Construction Notice ]
Construction of the Dormitory 4 is currently underway with the goal of 
opening in 2027. This project aims to reduce students’ housing burdens 

and improve residential conditions.

m Construction Period: March 2025 – February 2027 (tentative)
m Location: Green area behind the tennis courts

During the construction period, noise and dust may occur. We kindly 
ask for your understanding and cooperation. We will do our best to 

provide a more comfortable residential environment.

1. Required Documents – Validity Check
  ▷ Medical Certificate (Tuberculosis Test Result) → Must be issued within 2 

months prior to the move-in date (exam taken after Dec. 28, 2025)

2. Reporting Changes in Academic Status
If your academic status changes after move-in (leave of absence, failure to 
return, graduation, etc.), you must report it to the Dormitory Integrated 
Administrative Office and move out.
Failure to report will result in forced eviction (ineligible for dormitory 
housing for 1 year) in accordance with Article 15 of the Incheon National 
University Dormitory Selection Regulations.

3. Personal Habits & Lifestyle Notice
If personal sleeping habits (snoring, teeth grinding, etc.) or lifestyle issues 
cause inconvenience to roommates, you may be subject to forced eviction.

 ❍ ID card (Resident ID, Student ID, Mobile Student ID, etc.)
 ❍ Tuberculosis Test Result (Chest X-ray from a medical institution)
    - Valid only if issued within 2 months of move-in date
              ※ For regular move-in: exam taken after Dec. 28, 2025

< Immunization record of measles(New Residents) >

 ❍ Immunization record of measles : Must be submitted only by those 
entering the dormitory for the first time.     

  ❑ Dormitory Orientation (Mandatory)

All residents must complete orientation between:
Feb. 23 (Mon) – Feb. 26 (Thu), 2026

Failure to complete:
- 2 penalty points

- Move-in denied if not completed by move-in day
